Init, isincluded a wonderful clarification of the primary Shia misconceptions
surrounding the political leadership of the early Muslim community in a manner that is perhaps as
diplomatic, but unabashed as | have ever seen. He then concludes with arefutation of Ibn Taymiyyah's (may
Allah forgive him) breaking with consensus on the issue of the permissibility and merit of visiting the
Messenger of Allah (Allah bless him and give him peace) with alevel of succinctness that should put the
issue to rest.

This book isamongst my essential reading list for English-speaking people and it is perhaps the only book |
have ever read where the introduction was perhaps as important as the book itself. Though others have noted
it should be read as a supplement to other Prophetic biographies, it is not short on detail and anyone reading
attentively would have a firm grounding in the subject. Thus, rather than it being a supplement to other
works, | would rather suggest that more details works be read as a supplement to it!
