Her sister
committed suicide because of appalling abuse at the hands of a dastardly Marquess and it's revenge timein
London for Eleanor, who starts out focused but evolvesinto avery confused girl. Initially bent on seducing
James for usein her plot, she quickly falsin love with him and things get even more mixed-up.

Because of the twists and turnsit's easy to give spoilers so | won't go into plot points any further except to
say that the surprises had the effect of making the first half almost uninteresting. Because it was obvious
there was so much being withheld from me, the reader, | found it hard to commit to the story until those
details were revealed. And that didn't happen until about the halfway point. Then the story picks up nicely
and | ended up liking it quite a bit.

As always, Heath's epilogue is an amazing end to the book. Even if | hadn't ended up liking the book itself, |
might have walked away thinking | had based on her great skill with epilogues.
