There is great repetitive text throughout the story that repeats like a chorus, reminding you what's important:
"Gossieis an adorable little gosling. She likes to wear her bright red boots. Every day." We learn about all
the places she wears her boots (spoiler: everywhere and doing everything) with smple, poetic prose that is
aways presented with the kind of parallel construction that helps kids follow along easily.

Of course, Gossie's boots go missing one morning. She looks everywhere and finds them on Gertie's feet.
Gertie smiles, compliments the boots, and gives them back immediately. Now Gossie has afriend.

Gossie doesn't have aton of clothing vocabulary or dressing concepts; it's just about the boots. But the
social-emotional issues around clothing that it addresses are dealt with beautifully.

Gossie's insistence on wearing the boots at all timeswill be familiar to many! (My son Lukeis fixated on his
rainboots, so thiswas perfect for him.) Gossie also models how to take a calm and rational approach to her
boots going missing (look for them, calmly) aswell as to the unpleasant discovery of a strange kid (Gertie)
having borrowed them (be forgiving and friendly). A gem.

The text is short with smple words and |ots of repetition, making it great for beginning readers and for
young listeners who may memorize the story. Prepositions are featured. The conclusion is gentle and cute.

The detailed illustrations are funny. There are a number of animals shown in the story, including a bee,
hummingbird, grasshopper, pig, turtle, mouse, mole, butterfly, inchworm, hens and insects. There are little
details such as Gossie's name on her house and a blue blanket. The white space hel ps young ones focus on
the illustrations and the words.

The small size makes this good for sharing one on one with babies, toddlers and preschoolers. It's a good
choice to introduce sharing, especialy with afriend. | LOVE this series! It redlly nailstoddler behavior. This
could al'so be agood gift book selection.
